Items for the host site to provide: 

 

Altar Items 

 A Monstrance 

 Consecrated Host for the Monstrance 

 Incense with charcoal and a lighter 

 Incense stand 

 One cope 

 Altar or a table to serve as an altar 

 Cloth for the altar 

 2 candles to be set on the altar 

 Elevated stand for the Monstrance (optional) 

 2 kneelers or kneeler pads (pillows) by the altar 

Environment Items (if you have these in the room, we can set them in the appropriate 

place in the room) 

 3 or 4 large tables for refreshments (if you are unable to provide the 

refreshments for this event, please let us know): 1 for water pitchers, 2 or 3 for 

food 

 2 tables in the front of the room by the band for their equipment 

 2 tables by the entrance for giveaways and other resources that we’ll provide 

 A/V cart w/ LCD projector (we can bring an LCD projector if you do not have one) 

 250 chairs with a few extras on the side 

 A large screen for projection, or a wall 

 3 or 4 adults volunteers to help with the food and refreshment distribution and 

clean-up 

 A teen group to serve as greeters and help with ice breakers
